Every year, the Institute offers a short term
course of study in Gandhian thought and action for
University Students in December. This Camp pro-

Duration : Monday 23 December 2013 to
Monday 30" December, 2013 (both days inclusive).

Those who are selected for admission to the
Camp will have to bear their own travelling
axpenses or be supported by institutions which
recommend them. The Institute will provide free
hospitality.
