Learningiis a psychological change. When learning happens, a person changes from
within and this change is permanent. Learning is a process that leads to a change
within a person and which occurs as a result of experience and increases the
potential for improved performance and then it leads to further learning. This is just
the very broad definition of learning but when learning happensitis an
experience in itself. While experiencing all senses are involved in it. experience
depends on perceptions, and perception on emotions, emotions lead to feeling and
together we have a package of experience. These five senses which get involved in
lending that experience are neglected in our entire education process. We do not
give any importance to training these five senses in our formal contemporary
education system.
We actually assume that these five senses are frained automatically.
Sense of seeing, sense of hearing taste , touch , and the sense of smell. These
senses actually transform physical experience into emotional one. These sense
organs have tremendous potential for enhancing or degrading the experience.
Learning experience can be facilitated by training these sense organs. We focus
normally on external ways of learning and we assume that the information given is
automatically converted into learning but the percentage of information which gets
converted into knowledge and then into wisdom and then into learning is very less.
Bhartiya way of learning hasnotonly givenimportanceto five senses but
has also added three more senses i.e. Mana,
Buddhi and Ahankara; together they work on the
holistic development of the learner. Information is
processed inside. The inner software will decide
how to analyse it and what sense to be made from
it. Therefore, leaming is always individualistic.
Every learner is unique and has an exclusive way
oflearning.
National Education Policy 2020 has
therefore focused on this issue and tried to deal
with it by providing freedom of designing
pedagogical strategies to every teacher. Are we
aware of this?
