‘Women Freedom Fighters: The Youngest Female Revolutionaries of India’

triumphantly organized, 'Women Freedom Fighters: The Youngest Female Revolutionaries of India' as
part of the 21* Professor Vidyut Khandwala Lecture Series, which was conducted on 26" August 2022.
The function was a success as more than 50 participants joined the programme from the departments of
History, Library Science, Arts, NSS, Marathi & SNDT College.
Ms. Ashwini Salve welcomed the participants and guest. Ms. Sanju Singh felicitated the guest and teachers. Ms.
Samruddhi Sale proudly introduced Dr. Sen who is the daughter of Sunity Chowdhury -the yougest
revolutionary of India.

The Bharatratna Maharshi Karve Knowledge Resource Center & SHPT School of Library Science

Dr. Bharati Sen was requested to address the audience and share the historical story of India. She began by
expressing the then situation of Bengal where armed revolutions were actively trying to dismantle the British
rule. She used to go to school with her friend Shanti Ghose, where they met their senior Prafulla Nalini Brahma,
who introduced them to the revolutionary activities of the Jugantar Party, one of the main factions operating in
Bengal.

She recounted Prafulla's boldness, when she questioned Dr. Subash Chandra Bose about why women could not
be an active participant in the armed revolution, which resulted in the announcement from Dr. Subhash
Chandra Bose that women would be trained in armed mission of the freedom movement. Dr. Bose allowed girls
to take part in the plan to assassinate the British Magistrate. Thus, Sunity Chowdhury & Shanti Ghose were
selected for the job, and it was decided that the murder would take place after the girls finished their final exams.
On the day of the assassination, the girls went to the Magistrate's Office under pseudonyms and open fired as
soon as the British Magistrate - Charles Stevens, walked out of the office. The British orderlies were afraid that
the men may march in to kill more of them, thus the girls were directly taken to jail. Many Indians celebrated this
victory as it was the first-time women had been able to successfully assassinate a target, though others
vehemently opposed it. Finally, when the girls were tried at Calcutta High Court, they were awarded life
imprisonment. This distressed them, as they were planning to die as martyrs for the country.

In jail, both Sunity Chowdhury & Shanti Ghose were treated unfairly, likewise outside the jail walls, her family
was tormented. Her grandfather's pension was stopped & none of her family could find employment. This
resulted in one of her elder brothers dying from malnutrition; a guilt she carried her entire life. The girls were
incarcerated for many years until the Pact of 1939, where the British would release Indian political prisoners in
return for India's military assistance in World War 11. Therefore, after her release in 1939, she decided to pursue a
career in medicine and become a doctor. Times were difficult as she had no money for even the essentials. This is
where Sunity's future husband, a fellow freedom fighter gave her family refuge. Finally, after becoming a doctor
against all odds, Sunity & her future husband got married and led a calm, simple life till the end.
